Additionally, Manu Samoa Sevens’ remarkable achievement in this 
year’s IRB Sevens Circuit is a major contributing factor to the success of Samoa 
International Finance Authority’s promotional activities in Asia.

Cabinet has endorsed the Report on Negotiations with World Bank for a 
supplementary credit, that took place in Sydney, Australia, from the 15 – 16 May,

The proposed additional loan will finance the Second Phase of the Infrastructure 
Asset Management Project.  As stated in the Report, the negotiations reached 
financing agreements that have now been administered. 
 
Samoa would be the first Pacific recipient of this grant fund which has been put in 
place by the World Bank for the first time. 
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
