Narcotics Amendment Bill 2008.

Cabinet has approved the Samoan translation of the word Narcotics to Nakoti to 
be used in the Narcotics Bill 2008.

Cabinet decided on the 19th September 2008 to change the Samoan translation of 
the word Narcotics to “fualaau/vailaau faasaina” and not “Nakoti” as stated in the 
Narcotics Principal Act 1967. Based on recommendations from the Attorney 
General and the Clerk of the House, Cabinet has reviewed its decision and 
decided upon the use of “Nakoti”, the Samoan equivalent of “Narcotics”.
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
