Services involved in the operation included: Fire Services Department, Red Cross, 
Disaster Management Office, Samoa Shipping Corporation, Electrical Power 
Corporation, Office of the Attorney General, Forestry’s Division, Media, Ministry of 
Police and Prison, Samoa Victim Support, Digicel Company and others.

According to conditions set by Government, only RHD Cars that have been made 12 
years ago are acceptable. To date, 785 have been imported while only three (3) were sent 
back since they failed the manufacturing year requirements.

The month of September shows the highest number of imported RHD vehicles.
