Report on Copyright and Relate Rights in Asia and Pacific Workshop.

Cabinet has approved the report by Chief Executive Officer of the Ministry of 
Commerce, Industry and Labour, Lemalu Tate Simi, on Copyright and Related 
Rights in Asia and the Pacific workshop that was held in Nadi, Fiji on the 2 – 4 
March 2009.

Issues discussed in the workshop include, Copyright an “Alien” phenomenon, 
Copyrights in Samoa, Collective Management Office, and Regional collective 
management mechanism. Lemalu, states that although most of the information 
presented was not new, it was still very useful in terms of revisiting the issues and 
refreshing the memories of participants.

Samoa’s copyright regime is presently adequate to cater for the current needs. As 
stated in the report, there is still a need for continued education and awareness-
raising of the public to the increase value of intellectual property as a commercial 
commodity to be protected.
