Customs Port of Entry Order 2009

Cabinet has approved the draft for Customs Port of Entry Order 2009 to make 
the Port of Aleipata as a Port of Entry.

Section 37 of the Customs Act 1977 states that, “The master of any ship except 
a coastal ship shall not without the written permission of the controller, cause 
or permit his ship to enter any place in (W) Samoa other than a Port of 
Entry…” With the intention of the Government to use Aleipata Port as the main 
port for travel between Samoa and American Samoa, Aleipata Port has to be 
officially recognized as a Port of Entry under the Act.

The Aleipata Port will be officially opened on Friday 21st August 2009.
