Road Traffic (Mobile Phones) Regulations 2009

Cabinet has approved new Regulations and may be cited Redtid raffic
(Mobile Phones) Regulations 2009.

This Regulation aims to protect the public from car accidents that maybe caused
by driving while using mobile phones.



As stipulated under this Regulation, a driver of a vehicle shall not use a mobile
phone while the vehicle is moving. Using a mobile phone includes the following:

x Holding the mobile phone to, or near to, the ear, whether or not engaged in
a phone call or phone conversation;

x Writing, sending or reading a text message on the mobile phone;

x Turning the mobile phone on or off;

X Operating any other function of the mobile phone.

This Regulation will come into effect 14 days after they are made by the Head of
State of Samoa.

A report on this phase of the process will
be submitted when the Ministers next meet.
