The Deputy Prime Minister has made speeches in public, in promoting awareness
for this disease. He was the Deputy President of the WHO and has also assumed
the seat of President for a short while. Appointing the Deputy Prime Minister by
the UNAIDS as a member is a great opportunity for the country as a whole.
