Report for Right Hand Drive Vehicles Imported into the Country.

Vehicles imported in the country from February 2008 to January 2009 has 
reached the number of 1,606.
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According to this report by the Customs Office, there has been a big drop in the 
numbers of vehicles imported in the country in the month of January 2009 (136 
vehicles) when compared to the number imported in December 2008 (362). One 
vehicle that did not meet the manufacturing year requirement has been returned to 
New Zealand.

The increase in the number of imported vehicles in the country has increased the 
revenue from taxes and tariffs received by the Ministry.

Report on the Meeting for Trade Senior Officers of the Pacific.

Cabinet has approved the report by the representative of Samoa, Auelua Samuelu 
Enari (Deputy CEO Trade Division, MFAT) for the Pacific Senior Trade 
Officers’ Meeting to discuss an Agreement with China on Trade and Investments 
that was held in Suva Fiji on the 22nd – 23rd January 2009.

A report prepared by the Pacific Islands Forum Secretariat on China’s Trade and 
Investment Agreements with other Pacific Island Countries and other countries of 
the World was put forward for discussions. As stated in the report, the 
Government of China favors bilateral Agreements and not Regional approaches. 
It is believed that, the reasons being that China finds if easier to deal with one 
country than a whole region since not all countries in a region recognizes the One-
China Policy.

At the end of discussions, the Technical Working Group (or Senior Trade 
Officers) recommended that:

�ƒ Pacific ACP states accept an Agreement with China on the Trade 
and Investments, 

�ƒ and allow all PACP states to support and be part of this Proposed 
Agreement with China.

The General Secretary for PIFS and the Speaker for Pacific Island Countries 
(Rep. from Samoa) will travel to China in August 2009 to present this proposal.
