As stated above, petrol price will be increased by 29.7sene per litre, 12.2sene per
litre reduction for diesel and 4.9sene per litre reduction for kerosene.



The increase in petrol price is due to:

f Fluctuation of petrol prices at the Oil Refinery Company in Singapore,
f Fluctuation of the exchange rate as the American dollar has appreciated by
3.7% compare to the local currency.

Agreement that was signed in 1988 between the FFA members and the United
States of America. This Agreement allows fishing boats from the United States of

America to fish in the open seas of the FFA member countries. Other issues like
over fishing of the Tuna species in the Pacific open-seas by other countries that do
not follow the International Laws of the Sea will also be looked at.

The Fisheries Agreement between the Pacific and America the United States of
was extended in 2003 for another 10 years.
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
