Report on High Level Meeting on Food, Fuel, and Financial Crisis and
Climate Change.

Cabinet has approved the report by the Samoan participants of the High Level
Meeting on Food, Fuel and Financial Crisis and Climate Change that was held in
Bali, Indonesia on the 9 — 10 December 2009.

The two main objects of the meeting were:
1. To understand the trends of the food, fuel, climate change and
financial crises and their impacts;
2. To find common strategies approaches that Asia and the Pacific may
take as a region to minimize the impacts of these crises.

Some of the reasons why there is crisis in these areas are:

f Food — Less supply of local food commodities and too much
reliance on imported goods.

f Fuel — Increase in the demand for Oil from the emerging
countries such as the People’s Republic of China and India and
also limited investment in oil refineries and the controlled
nature of the OPEC in limiting the world supply of oil.

f Finance — The financial crisis is believed to be caused by the
non or lack of regulations of non financial institutions.

f Climate Change — Rising sea level and the impacts of the
change in weather on Food Security.

To overcome and help decrease these effects, more information are required to
improve technical advices rendered on these four.

The CEO for the Ministry of Agriculture and the Assistant CEO of Finance
represented Samoa at this meeting.
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
