He is 
married and has four children.

Report on the Pacific Forum Leader’s meeting with the Japanese 
Government.

Cabinet has approved the report by the Prime Minister, Tuilaepa Sailele 
Malielegaoi on the PALM 5 that was held in Japan on the 22 - 23 May 2009 in 
Hokkaido, Japan.



According to the report, the Government of Japan has offered 50billion yen 
(US$500 million) for the Pacific Forum Islands for three years of the PALM 5 
2009-2012, to assist them in developing different areas stated in the Pacific Plan. 
These areas include:

�x Economic Growth
�x Sustainable Development
�x Good Governance
�x Security 
�x People to people Exchanges

The Government of Japan also came into an Agreement with the Pacific Forum 
Leaders, for a collaborative movement in protecting the Environment. This 
movement which is called “Pacific Environment Community” aims to create ways 
to effectively minimize harmful effects on the Environment. 

A meeting will be held in 2010 to review the outcome and plans for the Pacific 
Environment Community. Another meeting will be held earlier for putting 
together documents for the 2010 event.

Japan has put aside 6.8billion yen for the Pacific Forum Islands under the “Cool 
Earth Partnership” Program which was supported by Samoa last year (2008).
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
