Report on Rheumatic Heart Disease screening in schools 

Cabinet has approved a report on Rheumatic Heart Disease (RHD) screening carried out 
in six schools last month from 4-18 May, 2009, using Echocardiogram.
The schools are:

�x Pesega Fou Primary  - 210 total scan
�x LDS Schools & Villages - 172 total scan
�x Peace Chapel School - 254 total scan
�x Vaiala Beach School - 209 total scan
�x Amosa Primary School - 42 total scan
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The report was submitted by Deputy Prime Minister and Acting Minister of Health Misa 
Telefoni, which shows that 22 RHD were picked up from the 1099 students scanned. 
According to the report, this number is far too high. The students who were picked up 
will be followed through the TTM National Hospital Paediatric and Medical Clinics. 
Some have already started treatment.

The screening teams include TTM Hospital Medical Specialist Clinic Cardiologist, Dr 
Satupaitea Viali, United States Cardiologist Dr. Marvin Allen, Rheumatic Fever Educator 
from the US Mrs Lori Allen, RHD Project Nurse RN Pule Saena, RHD Project Secretary 
Vai and NHS Mobile Clinic Van Driver Tino.

The screening was a collaborative work between the National Health Services, the 
Church of Latter Day Saints and the TTM Hospital Medical Specialist Clinic.

Cabinet has approved the Samoa International Finance Authority (SIFA) Board decision 
to renew the agreement for the purchase and acquisition of the main Jersey Naming 
Rights for national teams including Manu Samoa 15s.

SIFA also asked to become the Principal Major Sponsor for $1.2 million including 
$100,000 already granted for the Manu Samoa Under 20 team.

Proposal:
1. A prime mandate of SIFA is to promote its international financial facilities to the world 
at large and to protect its integrity.
2. The use of our own trusted Manu Samoa brand as the primary promotional vehicle for 
the Authority is driven by both patriotic and commercial reasons.
3. The Authority and the Samoa Rugby Union formed a new agreement for the 
sponsorship of the Manu Samoa 15s and other national rugby teams.
4. The new proposed agreement will inter alia provide to SIFA the following benefits:



i. SIFA will acquire Jersey Naming Rights to all national teams namely Manu 
Samoa 15s, Manusina and Samoa Under 20s.
