Environment Minister to attend IRENA meeting in Cairo

Cabinet has approved the participation of the Minister of Natural Resources and
Environment, Afioga Faumuina Tiatia Liuga to an International Renewable Energy
Agency (IRENA) meeting on the 29 -30 June, 2009 in Abu Dhabi, UAE and Cairo Egypt.

Accompanying the Minister is the Assistant Chief Executive Officer of Foreign Affairs,
Fa’alavaau Perina Sila and Lawyer for the Ministry, Sala Josephine Stowers-Fiu.

Samoa hope to become a member of IRENA, and discussions will be based on ways to
combat the impact of climate change, and promote the use of renewable energy, like wind
and solar energies, and also waste to energy technology.

This is also an opportunity for United Arab Emirates (UAE) to lobby for the IRENA
Secretariat to be located in one of its cities, Masdar, which tops the world in using
renewable energy.

Cabinet has approved the participation of Samoa’s delegation to thésgdciation of
Development Financing Institutions in the Pacific (ADFIP) meeting in French Polynesia
on 30 June -%July, 2009.

French Polynesia’s Bank SOCREDO will be hosting the meeting as it is one of the
founding members of the ADFIP. The meeting will coincide with the celebration of the
bank’s 50" anniversary.

Representing Samoa is Development Bank of Samoa Board Member Leota Suatele and
the bank’s General Manager Fuimaono F. Lima.

This year’s theme is the Development Banks’ answer to the impact of the financial crisis
in the world and the Pacific. Discussions will focus on the impact of the crisis in the
Pacific and how the Pacific is addressing it.

3. Report on Pacific Education Ministers meeting in Tonga
Cabinet has approved the report on the Education Ministers meeting held on the 24-26
March, 2009 in Nukualofa, Tonga.

The meeting was attended by Minister of Education, Sports and Culture, Toomata Alapati
Toomata.

Pacific Ministers for Economics and Finance call for Education Ministers of the region to

lay down plans for the Development of Education to eliminate problems that arises
during student’s preparatory years for employment, crimes and disobedience to their
parents and the public.



Also in review was the “Forum Basic Education Action Plan” implemented in the first
Education Ministers meeting that was held in Auckland, New Zealand. It was then passed
on to the Forum Leaders who approved it to be included in the Pacific Plan.

More reviews were input in the 6th Ministers meeting in 2007, where the “Pacific
Education Development Framework (PEDF) was implemented. The action plan will be in
discussion when Education Ministers reconvene in Papua, in 2010.
