Human resources for health

Health information and technology

Health service delivery

Medical products and supplies; and

Governance and stewardship

was also included in the Agenda. WHO believes that a country needs to have a
National Health System in order to have a healthy population.
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Most of the discussions were on Health policies and regulations. According to the
report, Samoa is in line with the Health Principles set by International Health
Organizations to promote healthy living among its member countries.

Report on Asia Pacific Coconut Community meeting

Cabinet has endorsed the report by the Samoa delegation on the Asia Pacific
Coconut Community meeting that was held on the 2 — 5 December 2008 in
Colombo, Sri Lanka.

The meeting’s Agenda, included discussions on ways to develop the coconut
product in different areas like exporting the product, producing other goods out of
the product (not only the coconut oil but also coconut wood) plus defining
potential market for marketing the product. The main discussion was on issues
from the 4% CocoTech Meeting, held in Indonesia 4 — 8 August 2008. Part of the
meeting allowed the Delegations to visit the Coconut Farms and Coconut Ol
Industries.

Participants from Samoa presented a paper, stating the developments and plans
made by the Government and Private Organizations in promoting Coconut
production plus the coconut replanting scheme now in progress in the country.

The Ministry has advised the Farmers and the Private Organizations for their
support in putting their plans and lessons learned from the meeting into practice.
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
