The Attorney General, Aumua Ming Leung Wai, will be the Chair of the 
Conference with the assistance of two Senior Prosecutors to discuss some of the 
issues that has been raised at the Pacific Island Law Officers Network held in 
Vanuatu in December last year.

The Conference in Brisbane is an initiative by the Samoa Attorney Generals 
office, raised at the Network in Vanuatu, to form an Association for Prosecutors 
in the Pacific. 

The Pacific Prosecutors Conference is an opportunity for the Pacific Prosecutors 
to meet and share their experiences for better improvement of their service for the 
public. Some of the issues that will be discussed in this conference includes: 
independency, challenges faced and prosecution processes.
