Report on the Pacific Energy Ministers’ meeting



Cabinet has approved the report on the Energy Ministers’ Meeting in Tonga 22-24
April 20009.

Issues discussed at the meeting include:
X guidelines to deal with the increasing demand for energy,
X guidelines to deal with the increasing cost of energy,
x find ways to produce energy from bio fuel and non-fossil energy
alternatives,
x Look at the Economical cost and sustainability of the project.

Some Pacific countries like Samoa have already set guidelines for their energy
developments. These countries have been urged to closely monitor the progress of
their projects.

Pacific Forum leaders have also called for the combination of some regional
organizations such as the Secretariat Pacific Community (SPC), South Pacific
Regional Environment Programme (SPREP), and the Secretariat for Pacific
Applied Science and Geological Commission (SOPAC). This also raised the
guestion about the effectiveness and efficiency of their roles, since that their lines
of work coincide with each other, and some of these organisations deal with
similar issues, such as ‘energy’.

Samoa’s suggested that energy matters be dealt with by the SPC while
environment and climate change matters be referred to SPREP.

Samoa’s delegation to Tonga was lead by Minister of Finance, Hon. Niko Lee
Hang.

Report on ESCAP Ministers meeting

Cabinet has approved the report on the Economic and Social Commission for
Asia and the Pacific (ESCAP) 65th Session that was held in Thailand from 27-29
April, 2009.

The meeting focused on ways for the Commission to help participating countries
deal with the impact of rising prices of fuel and food; the global recession and
climate change.

The report includes important matters discussed at the meeting:

1. The ESCAP does not provide funding assistance but it is a strong
communication channel between countries of the Asia-Pacific region.

2. Encouraging of intra regional trade. A proposal has already been put forth
through the Trade Facilitation Facility to develop trading skills in the region.

3. For the Statistical Institute Asia Pacific (SIAP) to conduct workshops through
the Secretariat Pacific Community for Samoa and Pacific countries to upgrade
their archive sectors.

4. There are opportunities for communication between the Research Institute of
Samoa and the Asia-Pacific region founded under the Commission’s umbrella.
5. Strengthen the Commission’s office for the Pacific in Fiji, and working
together with Pacific Forum leaders to formulate the Pacific Plan.

6. The meeting was significant because of the consideration by big countries of
matter brought in by delegates from the Pacific. Asian countries have started
programmes to assist the Pacific and have also added more into the Pacific Trust
Fund which funds the participation of Pacific delegates to these meetings.

Report on the ADB meeting in Indonesia
Cabinet has approved the report on the Asian Development Bank’s meeting that was held
on the 1-5 of May, 2009 in Indonesia.

Included in the report were these important issues:

1. Samoa received a US$20 million loan from the ADB under its envelope allocation to
assist with the development of its economy.

2. An ADB delegation will be here for their private sector mission to discuss aids
opportunities.

3. The ADB Alternate Executive Director, Mr Stan Vandersyp will be here from July
until August to observe all sectors of the economy of Samoa. Mr Vandersyp will also be
here to talk about the 200% General Capital Increase which was approved by the
Governors meeting to assist commonwealth countries during the global financial crisis.
4. Samoa’s delegation also met with the ADB President, Mr Haruhiko Kuroda to ask for
the sooner release of our US$20 million.

Other matters discussed by the management include:

x For ADB to look closely at providing aids for countries that are hugely affected
by the financial crisis, especially small islands nations like Tuvalu and the
Kiribati that are also affected by the impact of climate change

x ADB assistance for the private sector

X For state-owned enterprises to consider the SOE Reform



x For the ADB office to be relocated from Sydney to Vanuatu and to appoint
Pacific people as resident employees.
