Cabinet has approved the participation by the Samoa Delegation of WTO 
meeting,Geneva, 25 – 29 May 2009.

While members of the WTO are scheduled to meet this whole week, reports for 
countries that are preparing to become members including Samoa will be looked 
at. This review is scheduled for May 29, where Samoa will be evaluated by the 
current members of the WTO on the following issues:

�x Prohibition on the Importation of Turkey Tails,
�x Prohibition on the Importation of Left Hand Drive (LHD) Vehicles,
�x Prohibition on the Importation of Motor Vehicles more than 12 years old,
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�x Customs Laws
�x and others

Order from the Regulator regarding interconnection rates between the two 
Telephone Companies in the Country.
