2. Selling Liquor on Fridays to Saturdays will continue until 12midnight.
3. Night Clubs’ music will stop at 10pm.

The decision was not easy for the Liquor Board because public safety is the
priority, although the Bar and Nightclubs Association insisted they were facing
financial hardships.

The September ban continued on till this week. The amendment to this ban will
come to force on Friday 12009.
