Cabinet has approved the report by the Samoa delegation of the Alliance for 
Financial Inclusion’s (AFI) meeting that was held in Nairobi, Kenya on the 14th -
16th September 2009.

This was the first meeting to be held by the AFI. It aimed at bringing together 
representatives from Central Banks and other Banks in Developing Countries to 
share and discuss policies and programs to improve their services for the public 
especially in the rural areas. Other issues that were discussed include:
�x Agent Banking
�x Mobile Phone Banking
�x State Bank Reforms
�x Financial identity and consumer protection and,
�x Diversification of financial product and providers.
The establishment of a Credit Bureau in Samoa was also brought into attention.



Fiji and Samoa also lobbied for financial assistance from the AFI to fund a 
meeting for the Pacific Island States to further discussion Bank Services issues. 
The AFI accepted the request and the Pacific meeting is scheduled to be held 
sometime next month (November 2009).

Samoa also asked the International Telecommunication Union for 
experts’ advice on Disaster Management area to help improve the country’s 
Emergency plan.
