Selling costs for Sheep.

Cabinet has approved purchase prices for live sheep given by the Ministry of
Agriculture and Fisheries.

The Ministry is now selling sheep suitable for farming at the cost of $6.00 per
kilogram live weight, while others (culled stock) are now being sold at $8.50 per
kilogram dressed weight.

The development of sheep farms in Samoa started off'thieAugust 2004, with
sheep imported from Fiji. April last year (2008) the Ministry extended the
development of this project by introducing sheep farms in villages, 14 Upolu, 9
Savaii. From April 2008 to the end of June 2009 a total of 337 sheep has been
produced.

x Impact on the resources in relation to Climate Change and,
x Change of people’s diet as a result of the increase in the cost of food
products.

This proposal was made by the Liquor Board and was submitted to Cabinet for
the protection of the public as the country first experiences its road switch.
This decision law will be closely monitored by the Liquor Board members

and the Ministry of Police and Prison for the safety of the people. The

public’s support will be greatly appreciated.
