Government Ministries.

�x Lilomaiava F. Taioalo has been appointed as the new Commissioner of 
Police and Prison. Lilomaiava is currently working as the Assistant 
Commissioner for the Ministry;

�x Tekauati L. Sefo Leau who is currently the Deputy Chief Executive 
Officer for the Ministry of Finance is now appointed as the new Chief 
Executive Officer for the Ministry of Revenue;

�x Galumalemana N. Petaia who owns a Consultancy Firm has been 
appointed as the new Chief Executive Officer for the Ministry of 
Education, Sport and Culture;

�x Vaaelua Nofo Vaaelua has been re-appointed to his old position as the 
Chief Executive Officer for the Ministry of Works, Transport and 
Infrustructure while;

�x Vaosa Epa, Assistant Chief Executive Officer of the Ministry of the Prime 
Minister and Cabinet has now been named as the Chief Executive Officer 
of the Ministry.

Four (4) CEO posts have been replaced which include: Commissioner of Police 
and Prison, currently held by Papalii Lorenese Neru; CEO for Ministry of 
Revenue presently held by Silafau Paul Meredith; CEO for Ministry of Education, 
Sports and Culture which was held by the late Tautapilimai Levaopolo Tupae 
Esera; and CEO for the Ministry of the Prime Minister and Cabinet, currently held 
by Auseugaefa M.T.V Poloma Komiti.

These contract positions have been advertised for expression of interest by the 
Public Service Commission. The review and the interviews were done by the 
Committee chaired by the Commission. These contracts are renewed after every 
three years.

Samoa’s representative, Samoa Tourism Authority Chief Executive Officer, 
Matatamalii Sonja Hunter, will join other participants from 192 countries and 48 
international organizations in a visit to the Expo site during the meeting.

Participants include representatives from Tonga, Niue, Samoa, Papua New 
Guinea, Micronesia, Cook Islands, Fiji and Vanuatu.

Patients referred for medical treatment in New Zealand.

Cabinet has approved the transfer of eight patients for medical treatments in New 
Zealand. 

Five are patients with cardiac problems, one with lung cancer, one with spinal 
problem, and an infant with a deformed bowel. Five of the patients are male.
Urgent treatment is needed for all eight patients.

To date, patients with cardiac disease have increased in Samoa.

All medical treatments for the abovementioned patients are being funded by the 
Government of Samoa
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
