Prime Minister to attend Meeting in New York.

Hon. Prime Minister, Tuilaepa Sailele Malielegaoi and Chief Executive Office for 
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade has now left the country to represent 
Samoa at the 64th United Nations General Assembly to be held in New York,
U.S.A on the 24 - 29 September 2009.

The purpose of the meeting is to discuss issues that are affecting the development 
of the member countries. It is important for the General Assembly to address 
these issues in order to help the members achieve the Millennium Development 
Goals. This meeting is also seen as an opportunity for the Government of Samoa 
to raise concerns about the effects of Climate change on the Environment and also 
the effects of the financial crisis on the economy of Samoa and the whole of the 
Pacific. 
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The Hon. Prime Minister, Tuilaepa Sailele Malielegaoi will also attend the 
Commonwealth Heads of Government’s Special Meeting that will be held during 
the United Nations General Assembly.
